Asasmall troop we provide scouts with many opportunities for leadership. Elections and
appointments for Scout leader positions are held semi-annual. The troop internally conducts
Junior Leader Training and pays for our scout’ s attendance at our council’s Pine Tree Training
and the National Junior Leader Instructor Camp.
